NOTICE TO ALL VISITORS - Invasive Species Procedure.

Before launching, all competitors are required to ensure that — your boat has been ‘Checked, Cleaned and

Dried’ for a minimum of two days prior to arriving at Burton Sailing Club.

This includes:

CHECK your equipment and clothing for live organisms — particularly in areas that are damp or hard to inspect.

CLEAN and wash equipment, footwear and clothing thoroughly. If you do come across any organisms, leave them at
the water body where you found them.

DRY all equipment and clothing — some species can live for many days in moist conditions. Make sure you don’t
transfer water elsewhere.

ACCOMMODATION

Free camping for tents and caravans is available on site for 1 night before the event and any nights in
between a joined day. Toilets are available alongside limited changing and showers facilities. Please
register on the entry form.

Please note we do not have waste disposal facilities.
Dogs are allowed on site but must be under control at all times and are not permitted in the clubhouse or
training centre
